Ǆ  Make blankets from NEW , CLEAN, 

WASHABLE  materials in infant, child 

or teen friendly colors.  

Ǆ Make blankets from cotton fabric, 

flannel, polar fleece, cotton or 

acrylic yarn.  Rug yarn does not make 

a snuggly blanket.  

Ǆ Please do not make blankets out of 

tapestry, burlap, felt, upholstery fab-

ric, 70s type double knit, vinyl, wool 

or wool yarn.  

Ǆ Crochet, knit, quilt or tie your blan-

kets.  

Ǆ Check and double check your blan-

ket carefully for straight pins.  

Ǆ Please do not attach buttons or 

other embellishments that a child can 

swallow.
